To get a tenancy so close to home is fantastic, particularly as we want to make the Cross Keys into a real community pub and our local connections will be a big help in helping us to achieve this.”

The pub is next door to the community shop and Wayne sees the pub and the shop being a central meeting point for the village. “People who drop into the shop to buy provisions will be able to pop in and have a coffee or a pint with us” he says. “Wadworth gave the village the small building that is attached to the pub for use as a community shop, so there is a natural connection between the two,” he explains. 

“We also have a function room which we plan to let local societies and groups use for free. Rowde is an active village with lots of different things going on, so the pub makes a natural meeting place for people to get together. We hope that it will become the hub of the village again.”

Wayne and Helen have employed a new chef and will be serving tasty home-cooked pub food. A re-furbishment is planned for the garden in time for the summer, and a good selection of Wadworth real ales will be on sale.
