The couple have big plans for the pub, and have started by spring cleaning and ensuring that the wide selection of real ales on offer, including 6X, Bishops Tipple and Swordfish, are clean, clear, sparkling and bright in the best traditions of the Wadworth brewery. Adare is an accomplished cook and she has created the menu with a range of wholesome and delicious choices including a rib-sticking Sunday roast.

A partial refit and re-upholstering the furniture will be next on the list, and in the Spring the outside area will be given a facelift to make al fresco eating a real pleasure.

There has been a pub on this site since 1643, and Alan and Adare are very aware of the inn’s history and heritage. It is conveniently situated opposite the ferry port so makes a great place for travellers to stop off for refreshment.

“It won’t be an easy task to breathe life back into this sleepy old inn, but we hope that when word gets out, the people of Lymington and the town’s many visitors will come to see us in the firm knowledge that they can expect the warmest of welcomes,” says Alan. “We’ve come half the way round the world to make our dream a reality. We plan to be here for a long time and are looking forward to sharing this special place with lots of new friends!”
