TRADING POTENTIAL

The Churchill sits on the A360, the main route from Devizes to
Salisbury. Tourists pass daily to see the historical landmark
Stonehenge. The car park is large enough for coaches and Brit
Stop. There is opportunity for the pub to become a popular
destination for events due to the function room, which has its own
bar.
